Christ is risen! He is risen indeed! 

These ancient words of Easter greeting carry a joy that never gets old. After walking 
through the somber beauty of Holy Week, the washing of feet on Maundy Thursday, 
the solemnity of Good Friday, the waiting silence of Saturday. Easter morning breaks 
open with light, with music, with the impossible-made-real. The tomb is empty. 
Death does not have the final word. Christ is alive. 

But here's what I love about the Easter season: it doesn't end on Easter Sunday. Res-
urrection isn't just a day, it's a season, a way of living, a story that keeps unfolding. 
For seven weeks, from Easter through Pentecost, we'll celebrate the reality that Christ 
is alive and his Spirit is moving among us. We'll encounter the risen Jesus again and 
again: in locked rooms where fear gives way to peace, at shared meals where 
strangers become friends, on dusty roads where despair turns to hope. 

On that first Easter morning, Mary Magdalene didn't keep the news to herself. She 
ran to tell the disciples: "I have seen the Lord!" On the Emmaus Road, those two dis-
ciples didn't stay home once they recognized Jesus, they hurried back to Jerusalem to 
share what they'd experienced. Good news has a way of spilling over. 

I wonder if you've experienced that here at Church of the Pinesða sermon that spoke 
to exactly what you were facing, a moment in worship when you felt truly seen, a con-
versation over coffee that lightened a burden you'd been carrying. When we encoun-
ter something life-giving, something that brings hope or healing or simply reminds us 
we're not alone, it's natural to want to share it. 

Resurrection changes things. It changed Mary Magdalene from a grief-stricken 
mourner into a messenger of hope. It changed frightened disciples hiding behind 
locked doors into bold witnesses. It changed two discouraged travelers into joy-filled 
evangelists. And it can change us tooðnot into salespeople or zealots, but into people 
who live the love of Christ.  

He is risen!
